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THE AIMS OF A.l.M.

The American International Music Fund,

Inc. is a non-profit, tax-exempt organization
dedicated to the ideals of Serge and Olga Kous-
sevitzky: to give recognition to composers dur-
ing their lifetime, and to encourage a closer
international understanding of contemporary
music.

A.l.LM.’s primary project is the annual Serge
and Olga Koussevitzky International Recording
Award, a cash award of $2000.00 given in cooper-
ation with High Fidelity /Musical America to the
composer of a work of symphonic scope, first re-
leased on commercial recordings during the
given year May 1 - April 30.

It is not possible to apply for this award. Re-
cordings which qualify composers as can-
didates are automatically considered from the
year's releases by a distinguished jury of music
critics, editors and journalists.

The final judging is done at the end of each
summer in an international locale by front-rank
musicologists and critics from around the world.
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
